Alicia reported a balance of $1,148.90 in the checking account. Only Davenport North is past due. She said it would not pay to put the money in a money market because if the balance is under 41,000 they would charge $25.

Jim indicated that he was working on a newsletter. He said he would send out a new KQCCC mailing list.

Rose Day is April 27. Jack Dane is ordering roses for clubs. Jim will pass along any further details.

Telethon for Children’s Therapy Center will be April 17 at WQAD. The last hour is normally devoted to Kiwanis. Clubs are urged to present checks at that time.

Jim met with Davenport Club regarding their interest in being the lead club for a jazz festival in the 2011-2012 school year.  They decided that because they were the lead club for the District convention they could not take on anything else at this time. However, they are interested in the following year.

Jim inquired about interest in a Mallards Hockey Night. Members indicated interest and Alicia will coordinate and announce a date.

The district mid-year convention is March 26 in Bloomington. Clubs are urged to send a representative.

Jim said Moline is organizing teams for competition to bring guests and prospective members to their club.  So far they have had 10 guests and three new members. Mel said the district is down 20 members from a year ago.  Jim said Kiwanis Pancake Day is March 26. There will be a raffle for a Florida vacation. Mel reminded everyone the district has a $1,000 scholarship available for one Key Club member and one Circle K member.

Bill said East Moline/Silvis is organizing a Builders Club. They are having a Trivia Night fundraiser on March 26.

Rock Island is beginning Rose Day sales. Rock Island Rotary will also sell roses and split the profits with RI. RI will have a fun day called Move It or Luge it on Presidents Day at Snowstar.  Peanut days, Dining tour books, Cheese sales, Birdies for Charity and the Bags tourney are the other major fundraisers. The boards for the Bags Tourney are available for rent if other clubs need them for a fund raiser. Membership at RI is holding steady at 110.

Davenport has a bowl-a thon and is busy preparing for the District convention in August. Lucky says volunteers are needed for the upcoming District Convention but has no specifics yet.
